THE FEI CODE OF CONDUCT 
FOR THE WELFARE OF THE HORSE 

The Fédération Equestre Internationale (FEI) expects all those involved in international 

equestrian sport to adhere to the FEI’s Code of Conduct and to acknowledge and accept that at 

all times the welfare of the horse must be paramount and must never be subordinated to 

competitive or commercial influences. 

1. At all stages during the preparation and training of competition horses, welfare must take 

precedence over all other demands. This includes good horse management, training 

methods, farriery and tack, and transportation. 

2. Horses and competitors must be fit, competent and in good health before they are 

allowed to compete. This encompasses medication use, surgical procedures that threaten 

welfare or safety, pregnancy in mares and the misuse of aids. 

3. Events must not prejudice horse welfare. This involves paying careful attention to the 

competition areas, ground surfaces, weather conditions, stabling, site safety and fitness of 

the horse for onward travel after the event. 

4. Every effort must be made to ensure that horses receive proper attention after they have 

competed and that they are treated humanely when their competition careers are over. 

This covers proper veterinary care, competition injuries, euthanasia and retirement. 

5. The FEI urges all involved with the sport to attain the highest levels of education in 

their areas of expertise.

In-House Rules To be mindful of all riders and horses at all times. 
 
Warming up during the Competition is only permitted in 
the designated areas supervised by a Steward. 
 
Exercising, hacking and grazing of visiting horses at all 
other times must comply with NEC Rules and is entirely at 
the Competitor’s own risk. 
 
The competition grounds and stable area must be kept 
clean and tidy at all times. No littering and horse waste 
must be cleared properly. 
 



Washing down horses should be done in the washing bay 
only and not inside the stables. 
 
Cooking inside the stable modules will not be allowed. 
 
You are provided with manure bins for the disposal of 
dung and other refuse. The dung/waste must be removed 
from the sawdust daily and disposed of in a proper 
manner. 
 
At the end of the competition, all stables must be cleaned 
of all dung and waste. 
 
No smoking in the competitions grounds and stable are at 
all times.

Vaccination Certificate Please be informed that all horses and ponies intending to 
participate in this Competition should possess the Health 
Certificate that certifies them free from Nipah Virus and 
are required to be immunized against the following: 
 

a) Equine Influenza (EI) 
b) Japanese B Encephalitis (Jap B) 

 
Note: 
The FEI requirement for influenza vaccination will be for 
booster vaccination at six [6] monthly intervals as from 
1st January 2009. To avoid interruption of the horses' 
competition schedule, it is permissible to vary the 6 
monthly booster date up to 21 days. 
  
Horses that have already been immunized must show 
documentary proof that the vaccinations have been 
performed by the Official Veterinary Surgeon or 
Government Veterinary Surgeon. 
 
These records must be entered in the horse registration 
cards.  Horses and ponies attempting to enter WITHOUT 
up-to-date vaccinations records will be denied entry to the 
club.
